To ensure the smooth, safe running of Ballet
Etude Academy and an enjoyable experience by
all, below you will find our code of conduct. As
always we are open to feedback, so if any of the
requirements outlined below are unclear or
concerning, please give us a call to discuss
further. Following a formal meeting, we do
reserve the right to dismiss or take disciplinary
action on any students or parents who breach
our studio’s code of conduct.

Families who do not comply with their tuition or
fee payment obligations may be charged a late
fee, and/or excluded from performances. External
debt collection may occur when fees remain
overdue and this will be at the expense of the
client.

No classes (including private lessons) or teachers
are to be disturbed unless it is an emergency.
Parents are not to approach teachers or students
during class and if messages or
food/drink/medication needs to be passed on to a
student, it must be done through a Ballet Etude
Academy faculty member. Minimal distractions
are essential for an optimal classroom experience.
Therefore, the doors to our classroom are kept
closed during all classes, with the exception of
observation weeks. We have a video camera set
up in the classroom that parents will have access
to through the WYZE camera app. The login
information will be shared at the parent meeting
prior to the start of each season.

Observation weeks will be held twice during the
year-once in December and once in May. Family
members are welcome to quietly observe inside
the classroom, where we will have chairs set up. If
this becomes a distraction for your student, we
ask that you step out of the classroom and utilize
the video application.

CODE OF CONDUCT
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We are unable to take responsibility for our
students before or after their scheduled classes
and it is the responsibility of the parent to
ensure their child is picked up and dropped off
on time. In the case of an emergency or
unavoidable delay, please contact the studio
immediately to inform us of the situation so we
can keep your child calm and safe until they can
be collected.

In the rare case of a parent or student showing
disrespect or defamation to any fellow parent,
faculty member or student, a meeting will be
called immediately and dismissal may be
considered at the discretion of the artistic
director. Physical, mental, emotional or cyber
bullying by parents, staff or students will not be
tolerated and may result in dismissal from the
studio.

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DIVISIONS

CHILDREN'S DIVISION

Creative Movement is an introduction to classical ballet
using creative, imaginative role-playing and fun props. This
class may involve pretending to be animals, playing
instruments to learn rhythm, learning balancing, skipping
and running and techniques using costumes and scarves
or picking up “popcorn” (shhh..they're actually just ping
pong balls) from the ground to develop their hand-eye
coordination. This class is suitable for both boys and girls
who are having so much fun that they don't even realize
that they are learning the fundamentals of ballet
technique along the way.

Pre-Ballet is tailored for young dancers, ages 5-6, who are
ready to take their first steps into the structured world of
ballet. This class builds on the foundations set in Creative
Movement, focusing on developing basic ballet technique,
placement, and flexibility. Through engaging exercises and
imaginative activities, children learn the fundamentals of
ballet positions, simple steps, and proper body alignment.
The Pre-Ballet class aims to nurture a love for dance while
fostering discipline, concentration, and coordination in a
fun and encouraging atmosphere.

PRIMARY DIVISION

Ballet 1 is designed for young dancers, who have
completed Pre-Ballet or have equivalent experience. In this
level, students begin more formal ballet training, focusing
on refining basic techniques and developing strength,
flexibility, and musicality. The curriculum includes
structured barre and center work, emphasizing proper
alignment, footwork, and positions. Dancers will also start
learning simple combinations and choreography, helping
them build confidence and stage presence. Ballet 1
provides a supportive and disciplined environment where
young dancers can deepen their love for ballet and prepare
for more advanced training.

Ballet 2 is a foundational level designed for dancers who
have a solid foundation in ballet technique or who have
completed Ballet 1. Meeting three times per week, this
class offers more intensive training, allowing students to
build on their skills and progress more rapidly. The
curriculum includes barre and center work, focusing on
developing strength, precision, and artistry.

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Intermediate Division

Ballet 3 is an intermediate-level course designed for
students who have a solid foundation in ballet
technique or who have completed Ballet 2 and are
ready to advance their skills. Meeting three times a
week, this class focuses on refining technique, adding
port de bras (arm movements), developing musicality,
and enhancing artistry, while building the strength
and endurance necessary for more complex
movements. Ballet 3 students are also encouraged to
enroll in our Pre-Pointe class as part of their
preparation for future pointe work.

Ballet 4 is designed for students who have a solid
grasp of intermediate ballet techniques or have
completed Ballet 3 and are progressing toward more
advanced skills. This class emphasizes refining
technique, building strength and endurance, and
developing musicality and artistry. Students will work
on more complex combinations, higher jumps, and
multiple turns, preparing them for higher levels of
ballet training. Regular attendance and dedicated
practice are essential for success in this supportive
and challenging class.

ADULT DIVISION

Adult Ballet 1is perfect for teens and adults who are new to
ballet or looking to revisit the basics. This beginner-level
class focuses on fundamental ballet techniques, including
basic positions, simple combinations, and proper
alignment. Students will develop strength, flexibility, and
coordination in a supportive and encouraging
environment. No prior dance experience is required,
making this class ideal for those seeking to explore the art
of ballet while enjoying the benefits of physical activity.

Adult Ballet 2 is designed for teens and adults with some
prior ballet experience who want to further develop their
skills. This foundational class builds upon the fundamental
techniques learned in Adult Ballet 1, focusing on more
complex movements, combinations, and musicality.
Students will continue to refine their technique, improve
strength and flexibility, and enhance their understanding
of ballet terminology and artistry. This class offers a
supportive and inclusive environment for adults to deepen
their ballet practice and continue their ballet journey.

POINTE

At Ballet Etude Academy, students start pointe work when
they're strong enough and an instructor has given them
permission.

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FEE STRUCTURE

We offer the following options for fee payment:

Monthly Payments - you will receive your monthly
invoice a week prior to the 1st of each month. Tuition is
due on the 1st of each month and can be paid by credit
or debit card though your parent portal, cash, check,
money order, or withdrawn automatically with our
autopay system.

Semester Payments - As an alternative to monthly
payments, families may choose to pay tuition in two
semester installments—one in September and one in
January—at a 5% discount off the total annual tuition.
Please contact us if you'd like to take advantage of this
option.

Lump Sum Payments — Families also have the option
to pay the full year’s tuition in one lump sum at the
beginning of the school year, receiving a 10% discount
off the total annual tuition.
